INTRODUCTION

GZV4000 Switching Mode DC Power Supply capable
of high power output with 1ts small size and
lightweight. It 15 providing adjustable output voltage
from 3V fo 15V under 40A continuous operation
suitable and for a variety of uses, especially for DC
operated radio equipment.

FEATURES

1. Lightweight and Small Size

Switching mode power supply has the advantages of
lightweight and small size. Comparing with linear
mode power with the same power output, it is much
lighter and smaller.

2. High Efficiency '
The unit 1s operated with cfficiency of 80% under the
boest condition.

3. Overload Prolection

The current loldback circuitry 15 adopted 1o prevent
from overload. The overload indicator will be lighied
up when the unil 15 overloaded.

4. Over Temperature Protection

The over temperature circuitry 18 functioned when the
unit is over a certain high temperature to prevent the
unit from damage by the high temperature. When the
cireuitry 15 functioned, the output voltage and current
will drop down to a safety value and the overloaded
indicator will be hghted up.

5. High RFT Stability

The high protection circwitry  against RF1 (Radio
Frequency Intederence) provides a stable operation.

6. Vanable Vollage Output

The variable range of output voltages from 3V to 15V
enables good fits with various uses.

7. Multiple DC Output Connections

The unit has a pair ol 6A easy snap on output erminal;
a patr of tull power screw-on culpul lerminal and a
cigar-lighter type output jack.

INSTALLATION

l. Make grounding the unit to prevent from electric
shock  at high wvoltage caused by leakage or
lighining.

2. DO NOT place the unit in high humid. dusty and/or
sunshiny places.

3. Place the unit in a location where allows free air
circulation.

4. X0 NOT place the unit close the TV sets or CRT
MONItOT.

5. Couple with an AC outlet directly, as source via
distribution cables may heat plugs and cable.
